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ABSTRACT
The objectives of this research entitled “Teaching English vocabulary to Young Learners Using Songs at PAUD Siaga Cimahi” was find out whether or not the Teaching English vocabulary to young learners using songs was effective to improve the students’ teaching English ability. In this research, the writer used the qualitative method. The instruments of this research were classroom observation and questionnaires. The research participants were an English teacher and 15 students of PAUD Siaga Cimahi and the site the entire of participants. Then, they were analyzed and reported descriptively. The results of the study reveal that songs can be used effectively to improve students' English vocabulary in several ways. First, songs are used as warm-up activities. Second, songs should be presented repeatedly. Third, the teacher should do follow up activities such as giving vocabulary quizzes orally. Finally, media such as a picture is required in order to convey the meaning of songs. The study also showed that the majority of students were interested in learning English vocabulary through songs. This result indicates that by using songs the students tend to be more active in the teaching and learning process. 
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A. BACKGROUND
Since English has become an international language, more and more people learn English.  The importance of English as a world language has made people to learn English as early as possible. In Indonesia for example, English is taught even before the children enter the playgroup, there is a special class for children who are still around two or three years old. This is supported by the fact that the optimum age for children to learn a foreign language is when they are still a very young age. This phenomenon has made Teaching English to Young Learners, TEYL, become increasingly famous. There are many English courses and the publication of the course books. Before we go on, it is better to look at the definition of young learners in order for us to have the same perspective and knowledge.  The definition of Young Learners is children between the ages of about  5 years old to  12 years old (Rixon,  1999:62), while according to  Lynne Cameron; young learners are those under 14 years old. Moreover, the definition of young learners is mainly based on the years spent in the primary or elementary stages of formal education before the transition to secondary school. This is why the ages of the young learners could be varied from one country to the others. Some psycholinguists say that one of the factors to be successful in language learning is the young age. There are some explanations for better learning at the young age. First, the brain is more adaptable before puberty than after,  and that acquisition of languages is possible without self- consciousness at an early age and also because young children have more opportunities than adults.  The children are learning all the time without having the worries and responsibility of adults (Brumfit, 1994:60).
Teaching English to children, in this case, is the very young learners. In teaching English to children, the teacher plays an important role since he has to be able to set students interest and motivation in learning English. Teacher of this level needs to plan a range of activities for a given time period and be flexible enough to move on to the next exercises when they see his students are getting bored. In order to make the teaching English to Very young learners to be successful, it should be considered some factors such as the quality of the teachers, students' interest, motivation, etc which are involved together in teaching and learning process. Besides that, there are other important factors; they are teaching technique and teaching media which play an important role.

In this study, the writer will focus on teaching English to young learners using songs considering that songs constitute the knowledge of meaning which is one of the components of language. Children soon begin to repeat the words as they do the actions. They are speaking with the teacher. This builds confidence and a feeling of achievement. Children usually like singing and performing. It helps them feel at ease with English. They enjoy learning songs and rhymes they can sing or say to their parents at home.
Children often sing a song or say a chant or rhyme altogether. However, when they are very familiar with the rhymes, songs, and chants they can perform them by singing or saying different parts in groups. (Graham,1984:118)

Studying a language cannot be separated from the song. It is very essential to improve the four language skills that are very useful in conducting communication and studying other languages. By learning song first, learners will be able to communicate in English.
By using the songs, it is hoped that the teacher will be able to motivate them to learn and pay attention to the material presented by the teacher, and finally, they are able to master English well. This final project is also submitted as one of the requirements for the degree of Sarjana Pendidikan in English.

B. LITERATURE REVIEW

1. Definition of English Songs

According to www. Thefreeddictionary.com/song is "short musical computation with words or the act of singing". A song is a relatively short musical composition for the human voice ( possibly accompanied by other musical instruments). A song is a sort of piece of music with words intended to be sung; the act or art of singing.


From the above definition of the song, the writer recognized that music closed with song. Any kind of song should be elaborated and arranged with music. The writer thinks that it is necessary to mention the definition of music. Music is the science and the art of tones, or musical sounds, i.e. sounds of higher or lower pitch, begotten of uniform and synchronous vibrations, as of a string at various degrees of tension, the science of harmonica tones which treat of the principles of harmony, or the properties, dependences, and relations of tones to each other.

From all of the definitions above, it is concluded that song is a distinctive or characteristics of sound that have compositions with words and elaborated with music as a brief element written or adapted for singing.

2. Using Song for Teaching English To Young Learners

Language teachers have always struggled with how to teach a language so their students learn English teaching using a song. A stimulating environment is the most important factor in language learning. 

Since English has become an international language, more and more people learn English.  The importance of English as a  has made people to learn English as early as possible. In Indonesia for example, English is taught even before the children enter the playgroup, there is a special class for children who are still around two or three years old. This is supported by the fact that the optimum age for children to learn a foreign language is when they are still nat a very young age. While according to Lynne Cameron (1993:25); “young learners are those under 14 years old”. Moreover, the definition of young learners is mainly based on the years spent in the primary or elementary stages of formal education before the transition to secondary school. This is why the ages of the young learners could be varied from one country to the others. Some psycholinguists say that one of the factors to be successful in language learning is the young age. 
There are some explanations for better learning at the young age. First, the brain is more adaptable  than after,  and that acquisition of languages is possible without self- consciousness at an early age and also because young children have more opportunities than adults.  The children are learning all the time without having the worries and responsibility of adults (Brumfit, 1994:77).
When the songs are introduced;  the first skill that the children learn is listening. This section will focus on  will practice the skills of listening.  The activities include detailed  listening comprehension,  listening for summarizing or writing, listening to isolated vocabulary and listening for word order (Griffee,1992). The first  activity  is  listening  comprehension,  before  being  introduced  to  the  songs,  the children are given several questions, for example,  “Is this song going to be happy or sad?”  “Who do you think is the singer, a girl or a boy?” and “Do you think you will like the song?” After answering the questions, the teachers play the song and followed by other questions. The teacher might ask these questions:  “How do you feel when you listen to the songs?” “What words do you remember?” “Do you like this song?” “Why or why not?” The second activity is by providing the children with a paraphrased version of the song before they listen to it. This activity is especially good to introduce songs that tell stories because it gives children the storyline before they listen to the actual song.

The singing games and chants are the embodiment of symbolic play and imitation.  These activities help the children to move from sensor motor experience to a symbolic transformation of it (Isenberg, 1993:84).
3. The Criteria of Song to be used in Teaching English

Another activity that can be used is song poetry.  The teachers give the children lyrics, ask them to underline the lines or phrases they like. The teachers also give the children some pictures, or drawings, and ask the children to match the song line with a picture they feel appropriate. The teacher also asks the children to say the phrases that they choose, and tell their friends the reason for choosing it.  The box below shows as.

There are three principles in selecting the song they are:

a. Use songs that are popular with the students whenever possible. Unfortunately, students frequently select songs for classroom use which are objectionable in some way making the song unusable.


b. A song must have clear and understandable whenever possible. Nothing is worse than a song almost nobody can understand. If you have trouble understanding the lyrics by listening, then another song needs to be selected.


c. Songs should have an appropriate theme. There are enough bad news, negativity and violence in the world already. songs with any negative theme should be avoided. There are plenty of positive, upbeat, even humorous songs.

In conclusions, the careful selection of the songs used will determine the success of using them in reinforcing the language teaching and learning process.

4. The Benefits of Using Song in Teaching English To Young Learners

Songs are highly motivating, especially for young learners. Therefore, songs can be used to develop speaking skills and increase the attention. Improve comprehension and memory and encourage the use of words, phrase, sentence, rhymes and images.

Griffee (1992:56) “also states that the children practice saying the words in the same way they sing the songs, the children can repeat the words in rhythmic word groups”.   Thus, the exposure and the repeated words from the songs make it easier for the children to remember the words, as a result, the children can produce or utter the words. Several activities that can be used to enhance the children speaking skills, for example, mini-musicals. 
A mini-musical is a performance that has some sort of theme and contains some singing and some spoken dialogue. Songs can be grouped and be performed for the class. The teacher selects a theme for the musical,  five songs.  The songs need to be singable, but the teacher can use only part of the songs, for example, one or two verses of the whole song. 
The teacher can also consider the children’s songs and folk songs. The teachers then write all the spoken dialogues to introduce and connect the story line and ask the children to perform in front of the class. Another activity is rhyme after rhyme. This activity practices rhyme and gives the children a chance to make up rhymes of their own. The teachers help the children by writing down several vocabulary items to match with the rhyme. The teachers give the children every other line and ask them to fill in the missing lines. The teachers then ask the children to read their new lyrics. Finally, the children listen to the original lyrics to compare.
C. RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
1. Research Design

This research employed a qualitative method is exploratory and researchers use it to explore a topic when the variables and theory base are unknown Creswell (2003:75).

In doing this research the researchers focused on finding the errors using punctuation marks on narrative text. Tell the reader specifically about the design of the study to obtain the data, in this study, the researchers approach to data collection, analyzed and report writing searched in some student in paud Siaga Cimahi.


2. Research Method
Qualitative research is exploratory and is useful when the researcher does not know the important variables to examine (Creswell,2003:22).  Type of qualitative method; case study, action research, document analysis, ethnographic studies, phenomenological studies. Document analysis type of approach may be needed because the topic is new, the topic has never been addressed with a certain sample or group of people; or existing theories do not apply to the particular sample or group under study (Morse,1991) according to Creswell (2003:22) Besides that, this study used qualitative method to measure teaching English to young learners using songs rate.

3. Research Population and Sample
a. Population 

Crowl (1996:15) describes, “Populations are groups consisting of all people to whom a researcher wishes to apply the findings of a study.” In this research, the writer used the students of PAUD Siaga Cimahi. there are 30 students, 17 boys and 13 girls.

b. Sample 
The sample in this research described by Crowl (1996:15) that samples are subsets of people used to represent the population. The sample of this research was entire of the population that was the tenth year students of PAUD Siaga Cimahi. there are 30 students, 17 boys and 13 girls. The method for selecting a sample in this research uses random sampling. It means that each member of the population had an equal chance of being selected as part of it (Crowl, 1996:91).
4. Research Data Collection

Data collection is stepping include setting the boundaries for the study, collecting information through the unstructured or semi-structured questionnaire, Creswell (2003:185). The collection of procedures in qualitative research involve: During the process of research, the qualitative investigator may collect questionnaire These may be private documents such as the journal.


 For the research of data collection, there were several steps that were used questionnaire by the researcher to collect the data from the field, shorting into categories, formatting the information  

5. Research Data Analysis

The collected data were identified, analyzed based on the categories of a teaching English using song to young learners at the students on PAUD Siaga Cimahi
6. Research Procedure

Research procedure is to identify and discuss one or more strategies available to check the accuracy of the finding Creswell (2003:196). Discuss the issues of internal validity accuracy of the information and whether it matches reality. Use member checking to determine the accuracy of the qualitative finding through taking the final report or specific descriptions or themes back to participants and determining whether these participants feel that they are accurate.

D. FINDINGS AND DISCUSSIONS
1. Data Analysis Interview with Students
It is common knowledge that Song is a good alternative for relaxing and having fun. People in general play Song while working or studying. In most cases, Song can be used in the language learning field. Young children seem to be naturally "wired" for sound and rhythm (Davies, 2000). In our case, most of the children in the Song class agreed that this subject could be used in language learning classrooms to make the class nicer and more pleasant. Also, through music, children can learn structures or vocabulary faster.

One aspect of this research project was to assure that Song helped children to learn in a funny way. In the following excerpt we have some information that illustrates this fact:

T: Dita, Do you like a song, I mean, do you like to learn English through song?


S: Yeah, yeah, I like a song. I like to play the recorder 


T: Ahhh... but do you like it? 

S: yeah as for English... I also like it and I think it is cool to combine the two subjects in just one class

 T: why? 

S: Because we can learn in a different and great way; besides, when the teacher brings us some songs, we can sing and listen to these. (Children's interviews, March 21, 2013).


In the previous extract, we can confirm that Song is a fun way to learn English because young learners enjoyed doing listening activities with popular songs. They liked to learn unknown vocabulary related to Song and enjoyed bringing musical instruments to the class too. In regards to this confirmation, Griffee (1983:63) stated that songs can be used to encourage extensive and intensive listening, to stimulate discussion of attitude and feelings, to encourage creativity and use of imagination, to provide a relaxed classroom atmosphere, and to bring variety and fun to learning.

It should also be noted that although most children did not know how to play a musical instrument, they really had fun listening to the Song and sounds. This facilitated the learning process and made the class enjoyable.

2. The Class as an Alternative  to Know More about Song

It has been mentioned in that songs are the enjoyable medium other than games. In addition, songs are the very effective method of teaching young learners as we see that every kindergarten schools always are surrounded by children chanting and singing songs. Songs are also can motivate students; in using popular songs, particularly, the students' interest will meet the teacher's ability in being creative and motivating to lead them learns from the songs they are listening. 
When using a familiar song, both the teacher and the students can work out a lesson more quickly and easily. A very familiar Old MacDonald Had A Farm can be an example of such. Children are brought into the imagination of the noise and countryside imagery. The repeated verse, "Old MacDonald had a farm" will make students memorize better than when we give them examples of sentences by reading or listening form. When the rhyme and verse are repeated again and again altogether, children learn about things by experience, and since songs are special in conveying their themes, children will not get lost in the chanting of the song, because the teacher has introduced, or maybe at the end of the singing, will get the student into the context that is discussed directly through the song.


If we analyze the opinion of this child, we can see that students agree with the fact that it is good to have the chance to learn English by studying other subjects. Ludic activities such as a song or making scientific experiments make the class pleasant for children. Furthermore, it is a good trigger for teaching in the sense that children enjoy the class and feel comfortable in the classroom. These views are also present in the following opinion about the Song class:


T: Toni, what things of the Song class call your attention? 
S: Hummmm, the fact that they are teaching us other things in English; for example that each song belongs to a specific family, the differences between reading and write and many unknown words... What we did not know. 

T: Can you learn all these things, even if the teacher speaks English all the time? 
S: Mmmmm, at the beginning it was very hard because in the primary school the teacher speaks Indonesian all the time, but here the things change because sometimes I do not understand what he says but little by little you get accustomed and finally you understand everything. (Children's interview, March 22, 2013)

As can be seen, there is clear evidence about the positive view of the specialized classes. Students think that the Song class is a good opportunity for learning new, useful things to complement what they already know about Song and about English.

A. Portray of the Class
     Very young learners are different from other learners such as adolescents or adults in learning because they can get more understanding from experiences, especially those of their own interests. For this reason, the traditional ways of teaching English such as gap-filling, memorizing abstract concepts and sentence formatting will not get its best results. Based on the result of questionnaires, the writer concluded that most of the students agreed on using songs improve the very young learners of the English teaching. The result also showed that students agreed about the use of previewing technique could improve their English learners. 
E. CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTIONS 

1. Conclusions

The writer tried to point out the role of song and should be introduced in the Very Young Learners classroom. The Writer further discussed the definition of song and stressed the important role of a highly skilled and trained teacher, who should support the learner's creativity and interest in an efficient way. The writer also mentioned other activities that stimulate the learner's communicative competence, rhymes, chants and songs. Based on the result of observation, the writer concluded that most of the students agreed on using songs improve the very young learners of the English teaching. The result also showed that students agreed about the use of previewing technique could improve their English learners. 
2. Suggestions

a. It is advisable for the teacher to use song technique properly to improve the very young learners of the English teaching.

b.  The result of this research is hoped to be baseline information for the other researchers who are interested in the same research topic by involving more populations and samples to make more generalization. 
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
